Classical Vocal Solo: (Hindustani / Karnatic)

Only one entry per Institution is allowed. Duration of performance is minimum 8
minutes and Maximum 10 minutes.

Time for stage/ instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

Maximum number of accompanists is two.

Item can be presented in either Hindustani or Karnatic style.

Cinema songs are not allowed under this item.

Sufficient thought and care must be exercised in the choice of Raga and Composition.

Judgment will be based on the qualities like Taal, Selection of Raga, Composition and
General Impression.

Classical Instrumental Solo: (Percussion - Taal Vadya)

Only one entry per Institution is allowed. Duration of performance is minimum 8
minutes and Maximum 10 minutes.

Time for stage/ instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

Maximum number of accompanists is two.

Participants must bring their own instruments.

Item can be presented in either Hindustani or Karnatic style.

Judgment will be based on the qualities like Taal, Selection of Raga, Composition and
General Impression.

Classical Instrumental Solo: (Non - Percussion - Swar Vadya)

Only one entry per Institution is allowed. Duration of performance is minimum 8
minutes and Maximum 10 minutes.

Time for stage/ instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

Maximum number of accompanists is two.

Participants must bring their own instruments. Casio is not allowed.

Instruments of western origin adapted to the India Raga system are allowed.

Item can be presented in either Hindustani or Karnatic style.

Judgment will be based on the qualities like Swara, Taal, Selection of Raga,
Composition and General Impression.

Light VVocal (Indian)

Only one entry per Institution is allowed. Duration of the performance is minimum 3
minutes and Maximum 5 minutes.

Judgment will be made on the qualities like Composition, Rhythm, Coordination and
General Impression.

DANCE
Folk / Tribal Dance (Solo)

Only one entry per Institution is allowed. Duration of dance should not be more than
6 minutes. The Theme will be from Braj Region

Time for sets/ instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.
The number of accompanists including background Singers permissible is five.
The dance can be either primitive or a folk (Indian Style) but not a classical one.

Three copies of a brief note giving the theme and the text of song if any, is to be
submitted along with the entry form at the time of registration.

The participating team will be responsible for removal of their sets / properties etc.
immediately after the completion of their performance.

Judgment will be based on the basis of Rhythm, Formation, Expression, Costumes,
Make-up, Sets and Overall Effect.




02.2 Folk/Tribal Dance (Group)

1. Only one team (Min. — 4 & Max. — 8 participants) per Institution is allowed. Duration
of dance should be minimum 8 minutes and maximum 10 minutes.

2. The number of accompanists including background Singers permissible is five. Pre-
recorded, CD/DVD & Filmy songs are not permissible. Only live singing is allowed.

3. The dance can be either primitive or a folk (Indian Style) but not a classical one.

4. Three copies of a brief note giving the theme and the text of song if any, is to be
submitted along with the entry form at the time of registration.

02.3 Classical Dance (Indian)

1. Each Institution can send only one entry.
2.  Maximum three accompanists are permissible.

3. The Classical dance can be from any of the approved schools of dance such as Kathak,
Kathakali, Bharat Natyam, Manipuri, Kuchipudi, Mohinittam, Odissi etc.

4. Participant will be allowed minimum 12 minutes maximum 15 minutes.

5. Judgment will be based on the qualities like Taal, Technique, Rhythm, Abhinaya or
Expression, Costumes, Footwork and General Impression etc.
