D Pre-recorded, CD/DVD & Filmy songs are not permissible. Only live singing is allowed.

4. Three copies of a brief note giving the theme and the text of song if any, is to be submitted along with the
entry form at the time of registration.

5 Duration of dance should be minimum 8 minutes and maximum 10 minutes.

The decision of the Judges
appointed for different events shall be final and binding upon all. The protest, if any, should be lodged with the
Convener of the competition within one hour of the end of the competition. No protest shall be entertained on matters
regarding judgment. Protests can be entertained by the Jury of Appeal on matters relating to violation of rules or
improper conduct of the contest. For representing the University at different level the best/deserving student among
the participants will be selected irrespective of their position In Literary Event. In case of any disparity the final decision
will be taken by the Programme Coordinator.
